Current on-campus residents who will not be living on campus for the spring semester need 
to notify the housing office by November 1, 2009, that they will not be returning to the residence halls. If so, 
you must complete the following steps: 
 
(1) Complete the on-line cancellation at  www.gsuhousing.com/cancel  
Does it matter when I cancel? Yes! 
      - if you cancel by Nov. 1, there is no cancellation fee 
      - if you cancel between Nov. 2-Dec. 1, there is a $100.00 cancellation fee 
      - if you cancel after Dec. 2 up to the first day of the spring semester, there is a $200.00 cancellation fee. 
(2) Provide official documents of your involvement in one of the above programs to the Housing Office to 
complete your cancellation. 
(3) Check out of your residence hall with your CL and return your keys to avoid any improper check-out,
