How do I get CARL Bucks?
You have to go to CARL-approved programs or participate in CARL-approved activities, of course!! At the end of any
CARL-approved program, you will need to sign-in for the program in order to receive your CARL Bucks. This sign-in sheet will also be
forwarded to the CARL office for record-keeping. For pre-approved campus events, you will need check-in with the event facilitator at the
end of the program; if you receive a ticket, you will need to bring it to your RD to receive Bucks.
Note: You are responsible for your CARL Bucks. Lost or stolen Bucks will not be replaced.
What are CARL-approved programs and activities?
CARL-approved programs are all programs facilitated in your residence hall by either your CL or RD. In addition to the in-hall programs,
pre-approved campus events*, your CARL conversations with your CL, participation in hall intramural teams, and RHA programs also
count for CARL Bucks.
