with having an illegal pet is around

$1,000.00. Please do not bring pets into

your apartments or rooms and if you

currently have one, please find a new home for it.

Violation of this policy will result in the following sanctions:

First offense : $100 fine and judicial action brought
against the resident.

Second offense : $200 fine and judicial action brought
against the student.

A third offense is considered a breach of contract and
will result in judicial action and removal of

the resident from the residence hall with no refund for the
remainder of the contract term.

e Use a case-hardened "U" lock; cable locks are easily cut.

e If you use a regular padlock, purchase one with a 7/16"
shank, the largest size that will fit the campus bike racks.

e Lock your bike in a well-lit area.

e Lock your bike in an area that can be
seen by passing pedestrians or motorists.
