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Stratford Hall, 1966-2003 
 

As many of you know from the front page article in the George-Anne, Stratford Hall will close at the end 
of this semester to make way for improvements needed to build the next residential hall complex,     
Eagle Village.  It is scheduled to open in Fall 2005.  Plans have been in the works for some time, al-
though initially, Stratford was to remain open until the end of spring semester.  Recent requirements 
have forced this earlier closure.  University Housing is working to mitigate the effects of this 
change for Stratford residents by giving them the option to 1) move to other spaces on campus and 
pay their (often lower) Stratford rate; or, 2) cancel their housing contract entirely, without financial penalty. 
 

What does this mean to residents of other halls?  There are several open spaces presently in the residence hall sys-
tem.  It is highly likely that these will fill for the spring semester with displaced Stratford residents.  If you are cur-
rently in a room without a roommate, you should expect to get one.  You may also want to seriously consider 
“consolidating” by rooming with someone you already know.  Consolidation is only available to students who live 
in the same building at this time.  To consolidate, go by your hall office Thursday, November 13, 7-10 p.m.
